3. �LOAD PROJECTILES - Pull down follower before 
inserting projectiles. Insert a maximum of 6 
PepperBall® projectiles into the magazine from 
the top (Diagram 1). The projectiles will be held in 
place automatically by the projectile retainer pin. 
You MUST lock the projectile follower in the down 
position by pulling down on the projectile follower 
ears before inserting projectiles. VXR™ projectiles 
must be oriented as shown in the illustration. 
(Diagram 2)

4. �LOADING C02 CARTRIDGE - Obtain a 12 gram 
CO2 Cartridge. Insert the cartridge as shown on 
Diagram 3 — skinny side first into the cartridge 
housing. Screw in your Slap Piercer end cap. The 
end cap base will be raised up indicating a fresh 
cartridge. (Diagram 4)

5. ��ENGAGING THE CO2 CARTRIDGE - Once the 12 gram 
CO2 cartridge has been loaded, firmly strike the 
slap piercer end cap with the palm of your hand.

REMOVING THE BARREL
Verify that no projectiles remain in the chamber area 
of the barrel by pressing on the end of the barrel 
and turning counterclockwise. The barrel can then 
be removed by pulling it out of the receiver. Note 
the channel in the barrel and the barrel lock in the 
receiver as it slides free. To reattach the barrel, align 
the channel with the barrel lock, slide the barrel back 
into the receiver, push on the end of the barrel, and 
turn clockwise until the barrel locks into place.

A projectile broke in the barrel or breech.

1. If there is foreign debris or a broken projectile in the TRP™ barrel, the barrel will need to be cleaned.

2. Ensure the TRP™ is in “Safe Mode” and remove barrel as outlined on page 11.

3. �Use a .68 caliber soft nylon brush, .68 caliber squeegee, or a 12 gauge patch tip with a soft cotton cloth to clean 
the barrel. Do not allow lubricants or water to remain in the barrel of the TRP. It is designed to be used with the 
barrel dry.

4. Wipe off any dirt or grime from the outside of the TRP barrel with a dry cloth.

BREACH DEBRIS REMOVAL
1. If there is foreign debris or a broken projectile in the TRP breach, the breach will need to be cleaned.

2. �Ensure the launcher is unloaded and depressurized before removing the barrel. Then, using a dry cloth, wipe 
any debris out of the breach area.
